The Bible calls this Ministry.   

Jesus said, “Your attitude must be like My Own, for I did not come to 
be served, but to serve...” Matthew 20:28 (LB)  

Your self-worth is not determined by success, status, or salary. Self-esteem 
comes through service.   

1. SERVING LIKE JESUS MEANS BEING AVAILABLE.

“Never tell your neighbors to wait until tomorrow if you can help 
them now.”

1st Barrier: SELFISHNESS

 
– “Forget yourselves long enough to lend 

a helping hand.”  Philippians 2:4 (MSG)  

2nd Barrier: PERFECTIONISM

 
– “If you wait for perfect conditions, 

you’ll never get anything done.” Ecclesiastes 11:4 (NLT)  

3rd Barrier: MATERIALISM

 
– “No servant can serve two masters... 

You cannot serve both God and money.” Luke 16:13 (NIV)  

BUSY = Buried Under Satan’s Yoke  

2.  SERVING LIKE JESUS MEANS BEING GRATEFUL.

1st Barrier: COMPARISON & CRITICISM

2nd Barrier: WRONG MOTIVATIONS

 

– “When you do good deeds, 
don’t try to show off. If you do, you won’t get a reward from your Father 
in heaven.”  Matthew  6:1 (CEV)   

3.  SERVING LIKE JESUS MEANS BEING FAITHFUL.

“The one thing required of servants is that they be faithful...” 1

“Throw yourselves into the work of the Master, confident that 
nothing you do for Him is a waste of time or effort.”

(MSG)
