At the request of our United Methodist Men, Pastor Wes’ message at all three worship services
will focus on national hunger awareness. Yes, the face of hunger will often surprise you. We
livein aland where 36 million people don’t always know where the next meal is coming from.

“Enough is Enough”. When your mother said it to you it meant “I've had all | can take, so stop
it NOW!” In addressing hunger, the Society of St. Andrew (SOSA) says, “Enough is Enough”
and the fundamental command is “when you see your neighbor hungry, feed him.”

Following upon our Mission Team’s Harvest of Hope Challenge to our Sunday School classes in
May, our worship services on Junes 24th will include a special offering for “Mealsfor Millions’ a
hunger relief initiative of the United Methodist Men in partnership with the Society of St.
