Midwest Mission Distribution Center Update

The work at the MMDC continues to go well and the volunteers are busy with preparation
of flood buckets and health kits, sewing school bags and children’s hospital gowns, filling
school bags, and preparing mailings. As of December 2008, 2,208 volunteers from 550
different churches in 17 different states, giving 22,910 volunteer hours have served at the
MMDC and we have received 238,639 pounds of in-kind donations. In 2008, the Center
distributed 6,339 flood buckets and 17,043 health kits. We shipped to Ghana in January
2008 and had requests from other entities for MMDC school bags, school desks, and
healthy birth kits to include with shipments to Haiti, Mexico, Laos, Cambodia, Philippines,
Panama, Kenya, Afghanistan, Honduras, Liberia, Vietham, and White Earth Indian
Reservation.

Many lives have been touched throughout the United States and in developing countries
around the world through shipments made from the Center. To find out more information
