Talk about them wherever you are, sitting at home or walking in the
street; talk about them from the time you get up in the morning to when you fall into bed at
night.

This passage of scripture makes it quite plain that we are, as parents, grandparents and as a
church responsible for the spiritual development of our children.

The first and greatest commandment is to love god with our whole heart, with all that is in us
